Waukau Assessor Plat Informational Meeting

Saturday October 11th 2008 9:30am

Fred Kasten started the meeting about the Assessors Plat and what is going to go on.

Fred stated the importance of this is to have all one lots. So if anyone wants to build or ad on you are only allowed to do this on one parcel. 

Sometimes buildings are sitting on your neighbor’s lot and you don’t know that because of the years Waukau has been here.

The Zoning ordinance states that you have to have more then one acre to build on.

Jim Smith (From Martenson and Eisele) started with this is an informational meeting and he encourages questions. What this turns out to be is like a subdivision you get it plotted off to accurate lines for your parcel. When they survey off from your deed they can only do what is on the deed it does not come out the same as an Assessors Plat.

When Jim did research on this he found that a lot of you have more then one lot line.

Sometimes if there need to be adjustments between two property owners two lots you can flex and work out the lot line with each other on this Plat.

Lots get surveyed and staked out. Maps get sent out to all property owners to look over. There is a lot of communication between the property owner and the surveyer.

Questions:

We had ours surveyed last winter and are on part of the road right away. Would they have to pay for this again?

Once they do the Plat and if the road right away gets closed it would be divided with the neighbor. Jim stated that there description would be a lot clearer of what there lot in tails.

When you were talking about parcels if you have 4 parcels would it cost 500 dollars per parcel?

It could if you do them individually. It would very on what you want to do with the parcels. 

For the $500 for Jim who pays for that?

The town charges them for that part the towns pays for the road closings.

From now until it is done how long does it take? 

About 1 year. Waukau would not be started till about Spring at the earliest.

When we get our taxes he gets 9 bills would this cut it down?

Yes it would cut them down a lot.

She has 6 lots. She needs to decide if she wants to put them together or keep them separate. She doesn’t feel she is ready for this.

If you would consolidate it you may not be able to divide it again.

We are trying to promote this to be good for the community it does not benefit a profit for the Town.

The money gets put in the budget and then it stays there until the cost needs to be paid.

How often do you work with the land owner? 

He tries to meet with the people as needed to the land owner.

They had theirs done in the last 5 years would they have to pay for it again?

He would like to not do that but he is not sure. He is not for sure how to answer that.

What are the chances of a sanitary coming into this area? Do we see any of this coming?

No, not at this time we see nothing coming.

Fred stated that we will do another meeting on cost and with the town officials to say how you feel about everything.

They were just wondering who that is here that would want to do it. 

Jim Smith also stated that if anyone needed any more info they could contact him at his office.

Clerk’s Minute’s / Treasurer’s Report read

Jerry Schoonover made a motion that the minutes and treasurer’s report be passed Pat Kafer seconded it

Russell Schmuhl purchased land from Zinks and does not understand why he received the letter for the culvert. He contacted Tom Egan on 6/08 called him 8/6/08 and 8/7/08. The culvert was put in on August 22nd 2008. He stated that Tom Egan told him that he did not need a permit and told him to mark it with stakes. 

Tom Egan talked to him about that the stakes were not in until culvert was in. He was told that we do recommend at least a 15inch culvert. Russell put in an 18inch culvert. He figures the water will go over the driveway and keep going. He wants the culvert due to it being a hazard parking on road.

Winnebago County Sheriff’s Dept talked about any questions that we would have. Pat Kafer brought up about the speeding on K from the haulers that go by.

Tom Egan asked about Charles Mier having trouble with an animal can he call someone to find out who it belongs to from them.

Officer stated that there is no way that they can look it up for us.

Charles Mier stated that he talked to the County Clerk.

Tom Egan asked about the bid from Mark Frank on bridge and road maintenance.

*Pat Kafer made a motion that we remain with the County for the 2008/09 year and then decide. Jerry Schoonover seconded it. Passed unanimously

Jan Clausen talked about the Eureka Locks and they are forming a steering committee. 

They want the town to sign a 10 year lease instead of a 99 year lease and they will do all the maintenance. There is about $100, to 150, dollar repairs. The next meeting is to be decided.

Phone Line service. Talked about the phone line and will do some more checking.

Tom Egan went over the resolutions for the ordinances that the town is passing for the animal ordinance and furnaces and address numbers.

*Jerry Schoonover made a motion that we accept the Resolution 4-2008. Pat Kafer seconded it.

*Pat Kafer made a motion that we adopt the animal ordinance Resolution 2-2008. Jerry Schoonover seconded it.

*Pat Kafer made a motion to accept Resolution 3-2008 on outdoor furnace/boiler.

Jerry Schoonover seconded it.

Tom Egan went over correspondence

Also stated that the county was about 6 or 8 thousand dollars over so Northeast Asphalt did the driveway for the Town Hall.

Tom Egan stated that he saw in the paper about the Blue Bell is donating a tree or 2. They want to put in some apple trees.

*Jerry Schoonover made a motion that we accept and sign the Joint Powers Agreement.

Pat Kafer second it.

Carried.

Tom Egan went over the agreement for Larry Timm the Towns assessor his contract with the Town. 

Pat Kafer made a motion that we approve the agreement from Mr. Larry Timm for the 2009 year contract.

Jerry Schoonover second it.

Carried.

Tom Egan did receive information about Wiegel that he wanted things sent to him in the mail and we do not send burning permits in the mail but he would like the ordinance sent to him.

Tom Egan talked about the Miller and Riley properties and BP that they had and did nothing with.

He looked over the letter that was sent to them. They will be receiving a letter from the lawyer.

Paid bills

Tom Egan brought up also he doesn’t know how long the building will stand in Waukau. Jerry Schoonover will stop and talk to Jim Moore.

Tom Egan stated that he would like to have a budget work shop.

Pat Kafer made a motion that the meeting be adjourned Jerry Schoonover seconded it.
